Kim Brandon shared her thoughts on the recent camping trip to Casper’s 
Wilderness Park: 
 
June 20th through the 23rd, a select few of us went camping at Casper’s.  We had perfect weather and beautiful 
trails.  There wasn’t an “assigned” trail boss, but Kit Hime did a wonderful job of leading the majority of the 
rides.  We saw quite  bit of wildlife on this trip.  
 
A pair of deer were spotted on several occasions, vultures patrolled the skies along with hawks and an array of 
various birds and bees, a couple of resident mountain lions were heard in camp one night, but never actually 
seen.  A first was had on this trip;  our youngest ETI member, Cody Morehouse, rode all by himself on a 4+  hour 
ride and did AMAZING!  He went from being a little boy to a young cowboy in one day!  Overall, a wonderful, 
relaxing weekend was had by all. (Picture on first page of newsletter and the rest at the end of the newsletter). 
 
Not one of our scheduled rides, but put on by our members Art & Linda Miller & 
Dick and Barbara Chambers, is the new “Outback Agua Dulce” ride.  In Royaye’s 
own words: 
 
With trailers hooked up and horses loaded Corral 86 riders met at Barbara and Dick Chambers ranch for the 
May Day Ride and the adventure of a new trail system developed by Art Miller to be known and recorded as the 
Miller Trail System.  After greetings and introductions all around we rode out with our Trail Boss Art Miller.  His 
trusty trail dog Lulu running about loving the country side, scurrying along after rabbits that ran amuck our trail.  
Running back & forth checking to be sure the riders were following & enjoying her antics. 
As we picked up our trail into the outback of Agua Dulce our horses settling into the cadence of each other’s hoof 
beats as we began to climb our terrain and onto the Miller Trail System as we crossed over our first hill riding 
along the west side of the mountain, its meadow a golden sea of wild oats waving in the breeze of the beautiful 
California spring day.  Our mounts grabbing mouthfuls of the elegant ripened golden oats as they begin a steep 
climb to the top of our Saddleback Mountain.  Horses gingerly work their way down the steep saddleback 
mountain terrain into the gulley below and climb out onto a fire road on which we ride north for a short time and 
descend west into our first canyon floor trail that is called the Father’s Day Trail.  This trail leads us out of the 
canyon floor up & onto another fire road & we cross this onto a trail that brings us up a small canyon onto 
another road which we cross & ride north again for a short distance & cross over onto the foothills and ride 
northwest along the side for sometime & come to another fire road ride it for a short distance west to the top of 
flat mountain (I’ll refer to flat mountain for lack of knowing what it’s name might be).  Here we have a 360 
degree view of our valleys and mountains.  Rest our horses, take some pictures, have our snacks. 
Leaving Flat Mountain we follow a tricky little trail northwest to the bottom and into the canyon floor  now going 
south which becomes the Grove Trail , challenging horse & rider with a variety of technical obstacles , a steep 
climb out of the canyon floor & ride east onto the rolling hills behind our trail boss as he maneuvers thru rolling 
hills picking up trails thru the grass one can hardly see the ground as the wild oats, wild flowers and the 
Mariposa Lily is flourishing covering our horse’s legs to their knees.  Cross another fire road and pick it up again 
riding south after a short distance until we pick up our single track trail east to Dicey Canyon which is the third 
canyon floor trail and the first one to be blazed.   We ride Dicey Canyon tossing the dice hanging from the tree 
for good luck and finish the last part of the ride out of the canyon ride north to the single track bottom trail along 
the west side of Saddleback Mountain and shortly pick up our trail east to our trailhead.  Watered and rested our 
thirsty mounts at Barbara and Dick’s before loading up and heading to Maria Bonitas for lunch. 
We parked our trailers in town.  Horses content to be free of their wet saddle blankets, watered and happily 
munching on their hay in the security of their home away from home.  Nine riders were joined by two non-riding 
spouses.  Good food and margaritas kept the riders chatting happily away swapping stories and discussing the 
highlights of the trail they conquered.   
We all talk about loss & condition of our local trails.  But for the hard work, dedication of Art & Linda Miller, 
Barbara & Dick Chambers this trail system would be lost to us all.  Let’s get out and keep these trails ridden, do 
a little bit of trail maintenance as you ride them.  Thanks again Art, Linda, Barbara and Dick for hosting and 
opening this opportunity for the trail riders.
