RANCHO OSO CAMPOUT: June 24-27 
 

From Ronaye: 
Blue barn hustling with barnyard animals, three 
large pastures brimming with ranch horses.  
Hills, meadows, ravines crowned by oak trees 
protecting them with umbrella like branches.  
Birds singing and taking care of their babies 
tucked away in the thick brush and trees.  
Mother Nature provided us with a glorious 
green and gold landscape to camp and play in.  
  

Friday we rode out as a group led by Becky James 
on her new draft horse Hank. Coleen & Allison 
Morehouse on Dixie &Cody on his pony Lola, Kim 
and Hannah Brandon, Laurie and Lauren Henry, 
Lauren riding her new horse Chubs.  Kit Hime, 
Ronaye and Irving Blank.  Family dogs in tow we 
were off on our first adventure.  Our non rider 
Devin James and son Brandon are meeting us at the 
river. Our single track trail leads us to the river 
where the water from the winter storms has settled 
into the deep wide canyon to stand and become a 



great pond.  We ride into the river and cross over to 
a cove carved into the side of the mountain.  A 
dangling knotted rope swings lazily from a large 
tree branch overhanging a deep dark pool of water 
teasing the adults with memories of their childhood 
pranks, tempting the children to the rope.  Off their 
horses soon children are slipping, grabbing hold of 
the tree roots along the muddy bank to pull 
themselves up out of the water onto the 
embankment stretching their lithe bodies to grab the 
rope and drop into the cold dark water.  The little 
one Brandon jumps trustingly into his mother’s 
arms.  Cody and Allison Morehouse covered with 
mud from their dropping from the rope and back up 
the embankment to do it all again.  Then there was

We ride up and over 
Sage Hill to the trailhead and pick up our trail to 
Aliso Canyon Loop which is a single track trail into 
the mountains with varied terrain, switchbacks and 
some light technical trail obstacles, with incredible 
views of the Santa Ynez River Valley.  We climb to 
the top and decide to take the trail down to Upper 
Oso Camp Ground for lunch.  Water, rest our horses 

and have lunch.  We return on the Arroyo Burro 
Road on mostly flat, single-track trails, cross the 
river and follow the river road back to the camp.  As 
we are riding past the horse pastures just before 
getting to our campsites, a bobcat bounds across the 
road in front of us with a coyote fast on his heels, 
they disappear in the brush never to be seen by us 
again.  

 
Another evening of dinners, campfire chatter, 
marshmallows, smores and tired riders turn in for 
the last night of camping.  Sunday morning the 
corral members break camp and start moving out 
one by one to go down the mountain and drive 
along the sparkling blue ocean to home.
